® Flexible credit course registration FAQ

¥ When can ‘Flexible credit course registration" be used?

» A.[Pre-use] Spring Semester: During the Course Add/Drop period
(from school year—-specific to all-student adjustments)
B. [Carry—over] Fall Semester: Starting from the Pre—Registration of
Preferred Courses period

v If | use [pre—-use] in the spring semester and take a leave of absence in
the fall semester, will my available course credits for the next academic
year be reduced?

» The flexible credit course registration system operates on an "academic
year basis." For example, if you [pre—use 2 credits] in the 2025
spring semester and take a leave of absence in the 2025 fall semester,
your available course credits for the 2026 academic year will not be
reduced since the 2025 academic year has ended.

v Can new and new and transfer students use [pre-use]?
» The ability to [pre-use] credits for new and transfer students varies
depending on their admission timing.

New and transfer students entering in the spring semester can begin
[pre—use] starting in March, immediately after admission.

However, those entering in the fall semester cannot use the flexible
credit registration system during their first semester, as they do not
have any spring semester records for that academic year. They may
begin using it from the following academic year's spring semester. For
example, students admitted in the fall semester of 2025 can start
using [pre—use] from the spring semester of 2026.

7 | don't understand what it means by “credits from course withdrawal

are not reflected in the reduction of registered credits.”
» A "Withdrawal (Drop)" refers to the decision to cancel enrollment in a

course in order to reduce the burden of grades or course load.
If you have registered for up to 25 credits using [Pre-Use] and then
drop some courses, the credits already counted as used will remain
unchanged. In other words, if you drop 3 out of the 25 credits, those 3
credits will still be considered as used and deducted from the credits

available for the fall semester.

v Does the rule "No extra credit registration allowed if completing less
than 17(18) credits without F grades" in Important Notes and
Miscellaneous also apply to the flexible credit course registration
system?

» The flexible credit course registration system allows students to
pre—use and carry over available course credits. For example, if you
complete only 16 out of 19 registered credits in the spring semester
of 2025, you can carry over the unused 3 credits to the fall semester
of 2025.

However, according to Article 44 of the "Regulations of Academic
Affairs of Korea University," the rule stating that "No extra credit
registration is allowed if fewer than 17 (18) credits are completed
without F grades" still applies. This is an important consideration
when planning for [pre—use] or [carry—over], so students are advised
to carefully monitor their actual completed credits.

v Can early graduation applicants use the flexible credit course

registration system?

» Yes, early graduation applicants can use the flexible credit course
registration system.

This is because early graduation applications are processed approximately
three weeks after the semester begins, whereas [pre-use] for the spring
semester takes place during the first week. Early graduation is only
confirmed after the final graduation assessment is completed.

Therefore, early graduation applicants taking courses within the regular
study period of 8(10) semesters are not restricted from using the flexible
credit course registration system. Additionally, applying for [pre-use] in the
spring semester does not cancel the early graduation application.

v | am currently a dual degree student or planning to enter a dual
degree program. Can | graduate in one semester using the flexible
credit course registration system after having my dual degree
credits recognized?

» Dual degree students cannot use the flexible credit course registration
system. Our dual degree program requires fulfilling the graduation
requirements for both the first and second majors before entry, and the
system cannot be applied for the following reasons:

1. The credit recognition range for courses completed before entering the
dual degree program is confirmed only after entry, making it difficult to
determine [pre-use] in advance.

2. If a student withdraws from the dual degree program after just one
semester, confusion may arise regarding pre—used credits.

3. The required number of credits and the credit recognition range vary by
individual, making it challenging to predict the completion period in advance.
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
